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Lolicon is a Japanese portmanteau of “Lolita Complex’, a term derived from Vladimir Nabokov’s 
book Lolita. Sexual manga featuring children or childlike characters are called lolicon manga, some 
lolicon manga also include crossdressing and futanari (a compound word meaning "double form" in
Japanese used to describe hermaphrodites). These books are generally legal in Japan, although child 
pornography was outlawed in 1999.

Pervy teachers showing unhealthy 
interest in kids

Clearly the man has an unusual outlook on life. On his 
Web site, concerning 120,000 children killed in a 
tsunami, he wrote, "The average amount of urine in a 
person's bladder is 200cc. Total among 120,000 children: 
24,000 liters. That's enough to fill an elementary school 
swimming pool."
  Well, there's all kinds of stuff on the Web, and this may 
be no more outlandish than a lot of what's out there -- 
except that this blogger is a Tokyo elementary school 
teacher, 33 years old, currently on leave pending a 
criminal investigation into his extracurricular activities. 
His site, known as "Club Kids," reportedly specialized in 
photos of dead children, some unclothed, accompanied 
by captions such as the one quoted above.

That's not the worst of it, says Weekly Playboy. More 
ominous still, in its view, is that the man's proclivities, 
in less extreme form, are shared by more than a few of his professional colleagues. Healthy skepticism is called 
for. The magazine's evidence is purely anecdotal. But its claim makes some sense. To a young man with a 
"Lolita complex," elementary school teaching might seem a highly desirable career.
