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ARTIST PROFILE

Junko Azukawa grew up overlooking the picturesque Sea of Japan from her northern
Japanese home city of Toyama. Her lifelong study of the art of calligraphy began at the
age of five at the acclaimed Hokuriku Calligraphy Academy.

In recent years, Junko has been privileged to study directly from the head of the
Hokuriku Calligraphy Academy, Shiro Aoyagi, one of Japan’s most prominent
calligraphy artists. Junko has been able to develop confidence as an artist under his
guidance and began to understand that a full and rich existence can be the reward of a
life devoted to the study and practice of calligraphy.

After coming to Melbourne in 2005, Junko has had three art exhibitions and has
established a unique business, 'SUMIDQ', through which she teaches calligraphy and
produces art and designs inspired by calligraphy. She has designed logos for Melbourne
fashion label " TOOT EASTWOOD', several martial arts schools, a book title, tattoos and
recently the central artwork for a new beer label for the Japanese brand KIRIN®,
released in the Australian market in late 2007.

In 2006, Junko met Sumi-e artist and Zen master, Andre Sollier, and became his student.
He taught Junko the importance of the relationship between calligraphy and Sumi-e.
This encounter proved to be a turning point in her life. Junko now tries to spread the
warmth she found in Andre's work through her own art.

Junko's highly individual work oscillates dynamically between striking and subtle
through unique combinations of ink and watercolours. The original free-form works of
prose and poetry contained in her pieces add a dimension of warmth which express ideas
and feelings both practical and philosophical.
